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Some points to discuss

1 - The role of the nation-states in a globalized world. Today and in History

The nowadays alternatives:

· capitalism controlling the globalization as today

· return to a world of closed and fierce nation-states

· peaceful globalization with the end of capitalism and nation-states

2 - The link between political classes (global or national) and the economic power (financial system, multinationals and criminal activities)

· (In) Compatibility of its existence with the satisfaction of human needs and a healthy environment 

· Its role to feed the major firms with contracts, partnerships, low taxation and the feeding of financial system with increased public debt

· The absence of a real criticism from the public is the pay to prevent against totalitarism and fascism? Or, the bill that public accept to pay for a high  (and unsustainable) level of consumption… where and while is it possible?

3 - The role of democracy – the building of citizen society

· The triumph of neoliberal features is recognized to be not the “the end of History” but it creates a very narrow political alternatives everywhere. Neoliberalism is not a economist model but a society model; so, it isn’t compatible to ensure a real democracy inside a neoliberal model and, consequently, there is not neoliberalism with an advanced democracy, far of the trivialized market democracy.

· That society model comprises, as usual in all models of society, a specific social thought and admitted or forced leveled behavior. Nowadays, the common ideology means consumption and the aggregated debt; work with no rights or even zero salary (England) for an undefined time of daily work, precariousness and frequent unemployment; competitiveness; individualism; entrepreneurship … 

· The role of the school to capture de pupils, future citizens and workers. A high level of education and skills is not incompatible to unemployment and precarious work and life 

· The existence of the so-called representative democracy (market democracy) as a fraud established by the monopoly in political decision of a closed and very similar oligarchic political parties; with small or cosmetic differences. 

· The inexistence of “left” in Europe. The confusion between left - thought and procedures - and left as the set of groups seated at the parliaments on the left side 

· How to build democratic ways of decision on the satisfaction of human needs. The question of the representation. How long would be the mandates; are they general or specific for some question? Who are the representatives, any citizen voted as such or the parties and their members? Possibility to put at any moment a representative away. The public and constant access to the information related to any investment

· Militarization and the crescent expenditure in “army and security”. The end of NATO
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
