3 – Ideology of power

To assure the accumulation, capital institutions  develop an ideology  of controlling  world people

· Capitalism is showed as “The System”; and so… “There is no alternative”.  To enhance the virtues of capitalism, capitalist power compares it with a disaster called “socialism”

· Acceptance of the inevitability of nation-state /groups of nation-states as the unique and eternal way to manage the human beings

· Underlying  the nationalist and patriotic feelings to divide the world people , capital supports and develop feelings and racist and xenophobic attitudes  immigrants, refugees, blacks, muslims...

· On the contrary, capital  uses the globalization to  develop free trade, tourist travels, students movements and capital flows; even to offshores, free to pay taxes

· Legitimation of power through “Market Democracy” with oligarchic groups of parties (with a transnational coordination in EU), under an usual alternative in power coming from identical twins with identical promises

· Militarism to assure the control of markets, resources, strategic places or creation of difficulties to the concurrence or challengers

· Militarism is a key way  to re(organize) the world or regional hierarchy of states and peoples

· Armed forces are used also to maintain an industry of large profitability, appliance of new technologies, both paid with public money

· Armed forces are a source of spreading  a culture of violence 

· Glorification of capitalists as creators of income, riches, progress, technology and… jobs. Is a duty to governments the creation of conditions, the needed competitiveness to help  those creators of jobs

· Workers, unemployed and common people must be forever thankful to the capitalists
· The media, mainly the economic papers, they contribute to the deification of great managers, creators of riches 

· Freezing  militarist  hierarchies; at the work, at the school – as well in prison or in the barracks . Hierarchies according to the money in the bank, the quality of the areas of living, the price of the car, the number of golden cards 

· Competition is considered  the only energy that creates and changes the social and individual life; is the 

· To be competitive means effort, sacrifice, harder work, looking for a better  compensation, always insufficient  in spite of the high level of debt

· The competition as a way of individualization, the refuse of collaboration which is only conceived and established by the boss/hierarchy. That logic is part of life submission to capital, at  work, at the school, at home and in citizen places
· Capitalism, hard work and competiveness are an opened door to happiness. That’s an update of the religious precepts to be virtuous to gain the Heaven

· The crescent relevance of religions and the upsurge of new and fanatic religious groups to involve people, having as profiteers, typical blackmail criminals

· Authoritarism at all the links in the chain – in work it is coming from the boss or from the hierarchy; 
· Authoritarism  in the public space, coming from the police or the private security who establish the hierarchy in public or private space, depending from the level of income.
· Authoritarism in the school; a place of uniformization inside the obedience. 
· Authoritarism coming from the national state and its rules or ways of taxation; that one with the responsibility to apply the rules coming from international institutions  or any kind of federal state.
· Authoritarism  at home, patriarchy
· Privatization as a virtuous way of producing goods and services, as a result of a (usual) traditional  lack of financing of universal services. The doctrine underline the noble character of the private, defined as the place of excellence and quality… even when paid by public  money, under partnerships  contracts
· The capture for life through the interaction consumption-debt; the building of the present and the future dependence from the finantial system
· Patriarchy.  The different of wages between women and men intends to create a large pocket of cheaper work. Women under-represented in the top of the firms and over-represented in part-time jobs. The violence inside a couple, the poor or richer
4 - The future of the nations

· The role of the nation-states nowadays  as instruments of global/national capitalists and the focus on the national values against the values of another one

· States-anchor  and states-corridor; a hierarchy  to sustain capitalism

· Globalization develops and obliges to a common responsibility on the world and as a process of solidarity  

· Technology develops a possibility of the “end of work” and the non-sense of profit

· The human, animal and nature/planet needs oblige the end of capitalism

B - A democratic project

· Absence of political classes

· Representation, when needed, referred to specific tasks, approved by the people. In case of inability of the representative, people can put him out, at any moment

· To be a representative is not a profession but a temporary developing of a social duty

· Effective application of the subsidiarity principle at all the levels of decision

· Decisions come from a collective discussion (assembly, vote, referenda)

· The institutions that assure the collective needs depend of collective  regular scrutiny; and anyone has access  to the documentation 

· Extinction of armed forces

· Security under control of people institutions
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
