Gathering questionnaires instructions
1º. To choose the population, under 15 years old. 

One can choose, for instance, all students coursing a defined type of license or professional course, the inhabitants of certain neighborhood or village, the workers of a local or national industrial sector, the clerks of a defined corporation, the members of an union, the fans of a sport club, the sellers at a traditional market, people who join religious events of certain kind. 
2º. If one has the chance of studying a representative sample of the population, this operation would qualify the data. A technical report about the decisions, including the calculation about the quality of the extrapolation, is required in these cases.
3º Any way, one should look for random ways of choosing people for inquiry, for instance, looking for samples in different time of the day (in the morning, in the afternoon, by noon) diversifying the ways of connecting the people, designing and respecting a contact program (for instance, each 5 sequential doors one search for one man, alternating one woman the next door).

4º The sample should observe: a) not less than 100 valid field inquiries (it means at least 130 inquiries before data validation); b) short report on the exercise – nº of workers used, nº of spent days, begin and end days, nº of week-end days used, what kind of special arrangements has been made in order to find the best ways to ask for cooperation of the population, what kind of resistance one have found, the auto-field system worked always and how many times it did not work and help to read and write was asked, other specific information about the exercise; c) to write a qualitative report about special environment conditions that could influence the answers, as developed in the next item.
5. Qualitative Report

The main goal of the inquiry is to assess the results of detections of social states-of-spirit by an inquiry exercise. One hope it would be possible, using an analytical method, to trace state-of-spirit figurations present in each population, using the theory developed elsewhere. One expects to read in the data some influence of it is being the living experience at the time of the research. That is why the interpretation and validation of data will benefit from some complementary qualitative and general information about the social ambience where inquired people live.

This kind of information should be easily available in the kind of the local researcher. But it would not be easy to others, who would like to use the data for comparing proposes.

That is why one ask the local researchers to write down a qualitative report informing on the next items (please, work separately each item, for easier use):
Which is the main direction of the social cycle: a) emancipator (proactive, claiming for rights with ardor, criminalization of social practices one does like) or b) institutionalization (coopering with status quo, realistic and rational approach, social closure)?  
Which main demographic dynamics: elderly or youth inflation? Growing or decreasing? Diversifying family models or reducing diversity? Morbidity at young and old ages: high or low? At the territorial level: one observes stability or mobility, concentration or conservation? Are they structural or conjunctural dynamics?
The kind of capitalistic dynamics: rate of active population, rate of unemployment, rate of present non-nationals and migrates (both in and out), rate of growth, uses about repression of workers struggles (on strike or in the streets, for instance).

The more influential industrial dynamics: out-localizations, search trends of professional and scholar training, technological factor at work (saves or not man power?), import/export technological products.

Health policies: excluded people out of heath system? All main medical capabilities are present and available? One expects to improve the quality of the health services or the reverse, for the next 5 years?

Institutional dynamics: people believe in progress for the next 5 years? People trust the will of the main institutions, like politics and judiciary? There is corruption fight back from the State, or deny is the main regime? What are the two most prestigious institutions for the people inquired? What are the two less prestigious institutions for the same people?
What kind of existential dimensions are more dynamic and mobilize the people? Show classification from 1 (no activity) to 10 (maximum activity) for each item:

Material dimensions
Participative dimension
Self interested struggle dimension

Spiritual dimension
Organize a better future
