The specific research work will both incorporate and be accompanied by the more general tasks that are involved in the co-ordination of the various different activities involved at the beginning (preparatory work), in the middle (creation of an internet page, the organisation of seminars, debates and conferences, the organisation of the annual reports and a transversal analysis) and at the end (conclusions and dissemination of the results) of the project. 

The calculations of the financial cost of the project’s human resources are based on the fact that each of the researchers will need a full-time research assistant for a period of 24 months, not only in order to ensure the continuity of each of the scheduled tasks, but also so that the researchers have time for the interdisciplinary work that will be indispensable to the successful co-ordination of the project. An additional assistant will be needed in order to support this co-ordination. He/she will be particularly active in the critical and interactive conceptual and methodological work needed to ensure that the project achieves one of its main objectives: the creation of a proposal for a methodology that can be used to carry out comparative analyses at European level. To this end we have provided for the extension of the work of the two assistants who will be directly supporting the project co-ordinator, inasmuch as we expect that the transcription of the fieldwork will also entail the reorganisation of both the material and the relationships between the researchers and that this will require ongoing backup.

In all, this makes 6 assistants for 24 months each. Half will hold initial degrees (“licenciaturas”), while the other half will possess master’s degrees and will preferably be using this work to prepare their PhD thesis.

4.3. Aquisição de serviços e manutenção


We have provided for the costs which will be incurred during the collection of the corpus that is to be subjected to content analysis, the travel expenses that are indispensable to our contacts with our sources and the expenditure on the transcription of the interviews. All of them are directly research-related.


We also expect to incur the cost of creating and installing a page on the Internet. It will be used to let people know about our work in a really effective manner, as well as to communicate both our objectives and the partial and global conclusions of our work. This tool will not only serve to exteriorise our activities, but will also be useful for project steering and co-ordination purposes and for interactive evaluations. 


The costs of the classical forms of dissemination (a seminar and a book about the work that has been done) cannot be avoided if the project’s scientific object par excellence  – the book – is to become the lasting record of our work and of such merits as it may possess. In short, in this respect is seems to us that we should aim to provide the European scientific community – amongst others – with an account (in English) of our discoveries.

4.4 Missões e consultores


Given the emphasis that we are placing on objectives that involve the project’s internationalisation, we decided to seek the assistance of an international specialist in the sociology of incarceration – Prof. Roger Matthews. He has accepted our invitation and his contribution will be especially useful in terms of the methodological conception of our research work (generally speaking, an element that will take place in the first year). His input in relation to the transversal analysis work may also be decisive to the validation of the usefulness of the social indicators we produce when it comes to using them for European and international comparison.


At national level we have decided to issue invitations to academic specialists in areas that are particularly relevant to our research, such as the social theories of development and social integration (Rui Pena Pires), ethnicity and immigrants’ associations in Portugal (Fernando Luís Machado), statistical sources on criminality and victims in Portugal (Eduardo Viegas Ferreira) and prison health (Antonieta Ferreira de Almeida). We shall also be asking these consultants to serve as privileged sources and to help us construct synthetic variables that go as deeply as possible into the reality of the situations that we will be researching. To this end we will only need their assistance during the first year of our work, except in the case of Rui Pires, whom we will also ask to take part in the transversal analysis of all the results produced by the various scientific tasks. This analysis will take place during the third year of the project.


Our subject concern in a very direct way the imigrant populations. Given the complexity of the task of getting the best cooperation to produce scientific information about it, and in order to improve its quality, we propose to support a small group of privileged informators, as teached by etnological methodology. That is the raison we preview an specific amount of espences to that porpose.

8.1.Resumo
The final years of both the 19th and the 20th centuries witnessed a significant rise in the number of people imprisoned in Lisbon. They were drawn particularly from the ranks of migrant populations – from the interior of the country in the earlier case and with a variety of origins outside Portugal in the more recent one. Even so, this increase in incarceration did not avoid the emergence of feelings of insecurity among the population as a whole. 


Albeit somewhat timidly, the Portuguese social sciences world is displaying the will to look at a social problem that is currently in the process of raising its head once more. In doing so it is using a number of approaches that involve various different academic areas. At international level we have recently witnessed the appearance of substantial works which show that it is impossible to understand life in prison without reference to the social format within which it is incorporated on the one hand, and how socio-economic development strategies use prisons as a structuring instrument on the other. 


This research project brings together a multidisciplinary team of researchers with an interest in prison-related themes. It follows on logically from previous scientific investments and is a first attempt to co-ordinate various research projects and researchers. It focuses on sociology, but is definitely open to contributions from history, demography, geography and the media sciences. Its second objective is to continue this work from a comparative European perspective via two existing European networks of researchers.


In addition to the more extensive and secondary aspects that will fall within the domains of history, demographics and geography, the study will particularly target two types of population, which will be the object of intensive social research methods and techniques: justice professionals; and immigrants’ associations or other associations that work with populations that run a higher than average risk of seeing their members go to prison. From this point of view prison health practises will be the object of particular attention with the dual objective of contributing to an understanding of prison-specific health problems and pondering the purposes and effect of the professionally organised forms of social intervention that are undertaken in a prison environment. Newspapers will also be observed in order to determine how the various conceptions of both the responsibilities of the institutional justice system and the persons and groups that are subjected to judicial mechanisms are organised in this field. Finally, both groups’ social portrayals and attitudes will be directly (via contacts with individuals) and indirectly (by looking at practises and positions of organisations that are active in the social areas covered by the project) studied.

Although imprisonment will be the central theme, for theoretical, methodological and practical reasons we will be selecting research fields outside the prison walls. We are interested in understanding the social relationships that arise via and around jails and not just the institutional or informal ways of life in or of jails. The nature of prisons strongly conditions both the opportunities for gathering information that is useful to social research and the conditions under which it is possible to do so. On the outside these restraints are less significant and researchers enjoy more opportunities to control the quality of information. We have not been able to guarantee the bureaucratic and political permits needed to conduct research work of the scope we are aiming at and this absence is capable of disturbing the researchers’ concentration on their work.


We base ourselves on the principle that the portrayals and social attitudes of the social groups that become involved with the criminal justice system are aspects that are important to an understanding of the social problems and relationships described above. The study of the way in which attitudes and portrayals have either persisted or changed from the end of the 19th century to that of the 20th century, the existence of contradictions and/or similarities between journalistic texts about events that are relevant to the object of our study, the comparative cross-referencing of the various types of language used in relation to the same types of situation – in terms of both the contradictions between them and mutual confirmations – are all analytical elements that we shall be employing.

8.3 Descrição do projecto

8.3.1. Objectivos 


By focusing the researchers’ comparative work on Lisbon in the final quarter of each of the last two centuries we hope to be able to identify continuities and changes in the social portrayals of and attitudes towards imprisonment – particularly that of both Portuguese and foreign migrants. In order to assess those portrayals and attitudes we will conduct extensive studies on migrations and incarceration rates. The opinions expressed by newspapers and health professionals will be intensively studied in order to back up comparative evaluations of what both the professionals in the system and the families and friends of inmates think about prison/imprisonment. 


We hope that our work will be able to test and stabilise extensive and intensive methodological practises that will in the future be capable of being proposed as reference tools for a European study designed to make international comparisons. 


We shall create an Internet site as a means of permanently displaying the objectives and results of our research work, disseminating our intentions and our scientific results, interesting other researchers who would like to collaborate with us in the future and receiving any critical comments on our work.


In addition to this use of the Internet, we expect to divulge the study via the normal scientific means, as well as in the shape of a book aimed at the general public. We hope to be able to contribute to an improved understanding of the social problems that people at large perceive in relation to prison/imprisonment, immigrants and insecurity.

8.3.2. Objectivos do Investigador Responsável (IR)


The researcher who is co-ordinating this project is currently working in a relatively autonomous manner on a theoretical research project in the field of the sociology of emotions (cf. “Os estados de espírito, intenções e estigmas” (States of mind, intentions, stigmas), Working papers, Sociology Department, ISCTE, 2001). He is also conducting empirical research into prisons/imprisonment, based on voluntary work with an association (the Association for the use of Development Against Exclusion – ACED) in which he has been involved for the last 4 years (cf. “A prisão vista pelos presos” (Prison as seen by the inmates), which has been submitted to the journal Sociologia – problemas e práticas for publication). His objective is to usefully articulate these two aspects of his scientific work, and an unpublished essay entitled “Das possibilidades de sucesso dos processos de reforma prisional” (On the possibilities of the success of prison reform processes) already exists in this respect. 


As far as the co-ordination of research projects is concerned, he has already established contacts with European partners (Roger Matthews – a London-based sociologist, Gaetano DeLeo – a psychologist working in Rome, Maria de Jesús Miranda – a sociologist in Madrid, and Inãki Beiras – a legal expect from Barcelona). They have agreed to meet in Lisbon before the summer – as soon as the financial conditions needed to do so are met – in order to study the possibility of organising a European project in conjunction with the Lisbon-based research team.


The initial research project seeks to bring together a number of Portuguese researchers who are both trained and interested in themes that are important if one is to make prison/imprisonment the object of a study in the social sciences field. It is hoped that this partnership will be able to bring a degree of productive attention and debate to this field that the work on (and de-dramatisation of) the underlying issues has so far not experienced, as well as to enable the team to supply methodological tools that will make it possible to conduct a comparative study at international level.

833 Repercussões éticas, sociais e ambientais

Although it is difficult to predict the form that they will take in the light of the emotional background to the objects of our study, it is sure to lead to repercussions. We hope that the project will restrict the development of negative feelings, such as xenophobia or the intention to stigmatise, and that it will be able to make some small breach in the isolation that has been ideologically constructed around Portugal’s prisons. The consequences of this isolation are, for example, reflected in the reports issued by the Ombudsman and in the national argument over Portugal’s signature of the international treaty establishing the International Criminal Court. However, more than anything, they deeply mark the daily life of the Portuguese people.

834 Relação com o estado da arte


Traditionally the theory surrounding the sociological approach to the theme of prisons and imprisonment is guided by the works of Foucault and Goffman. Foucault calls on the responsibility entailed in the production of intellectual output – in this case in the field of morals – as a source for the inspiration of instituting practises. He describes the ambiguity of a point of view that is at one and the same time both responsible for and helpless in the face of unsettling realities like jails. Goffman establishes reference concepts such as total institution or stigma. His attention is mainly focused on social interaction, which he sees as a sort of cultural yardstick with which to classify individuals – the “normal” and the “others” – in a manner that is clearly close to that of the approaches taken by prison psychology. 


The relative scarcity of sociological works on prisons can be explained by reasons that are theoretical, practical and methodological in nature. Inasmuch as sociology is a science of modernity, it may have been tempted to look upon prisons as a vestige of ancestral practises that are expected to be overcome more or less automatically by the advance of civilisation, economic progress and the natural process of rationalisation. At the same time prison and imprisonment were also thought of as a way in which society takes care of the violations that are made inevitable by capitalist development (cf. Robert K. Merton, Estrutura Social e Anomia, Sociologia - Teoria e Estrutura, São Paulo, Mestre Jou, 1970). In the 1970’s the number of social prisoners fell to the point at which the abolition of prisons actually became a mirage. The history of the western world in the 1980’s soon overturned this type of expectation, particularly due to the war against drugs and the growth of the (public and private) security industries (cf. Wacquant, Loïc, Prisões da Miséria, Oeiras, Celta, 2000). We are witnessing explosions in both the number of people who are actually locked up and those who are subjected to other forms of judicial supervision. Phenomena involving prison overcrowding are arising, just as they did at the end of the 19th century. As was the case at that time, we are now seeing the emergence of public allegations of feelings of insecurity, feelings of social discrimination in the exercise of justice and the imposition of prison terms, lack of humanitarian conditions in the way prison life is managed and either excessive or too little firmness in the use of the state’s coercive power. 

Theoretically, during the Cold War the West held prisons to be a bad thing if they contained political prisoners like those in the East or if they engaged in physical torture. Today political imprisonment as it was defined at that time is no longer a meaningful issue, but sometimes the prisons that are crowded with drug addicts are emotionally accused of imposing poor living conditions and treating their inmates badly (quite apart from offering inadequate health care). Prisons are discovered to be administratively hiding what actually goes on among their inmates and between those inmates and the prison staff. This new situation requires scientific and institutional investments that are already under way (cf. Matthews, Roger, Doing Time, Introduction to the Sociology of Imprisonment, London, Macmillan Press, 1999). 
8.3.5 relações com outros projectos

There are not a lot of projects in this area. Nonetheless, we know that there is an initial concern at official level that research work should be conducted in this domain. This is particularly true (for now) of what we might call the demography of prison diseases, given the number of drug addicts in our prisons (estimated at between 60% and 80% of all inmates) and the fact that the proportion of prisoners with communicable diseases is also at similar levels. Although this is not a major field of activity for the social sciences in other European countries either, there are some studies evaluating the situation, in which specialists from a variety of subject areas are being called upon to provide their input. 

It is not our intention to open up a documental research front at this stage or in this project, although it would be very important to do so. 

In Portugal there are some examples of collaboration between researchers and official entities in relation to related themes. They include observatories that look at drug addiction and legal system – the two types are organised in different ways, but both of them look at social problems with the intention of stabilising methodologies that will make it possible to pilot scientifically produced indicators on the underlying social realities. In these two examples alone it would be easy to find suggestions as to the ways in which it would be possible to lend continuity to some of the results of the project presented herein (e.g. the creation of a prison observatory). Moreover, our project could well give rise to a future relationship between researchers who work in the various observatories that would lead to the dissemination of this research project’s results.

In educational terms the lack of higher education courses in this area is currently being overcome both by the creation of advanced police courses designed to train senior officers from the PSP (one of the Portuguese police forces) and thanks to the introduction of higher criminology courses in Oporto under Prof. Cândido Agra and in Lisbon at Universidade Lusófona. 

A number of students who are currently undergoing training in various aspects of the social sciences have invested in the scientific field that is of specific interest to us here, and are displaying a will to continue to do so. Some of them belong to our research team and bring their own PhD and post-doctoral projects with them.

However, the perspective from which we will be undertaking this project has mainly been conceived in such a way as to make it possible to carry out comparative research between European countries in which we can find other researchers who are willing to collaborate with us (already the case in four or five countries). 

836 Difusão de resultados


Once they have been validated by the research team, results will be posted on the project’s future Internet page on a real-time basis, whenever possible in both Portuguese and English. The page will also enable us to receive comments and criticisms from both fellow researchers and a lay audience. 


During the 8th month of the 3rd year of the project (probably June 2004) we will organise a seminar at which to present and discuss the results of our research in both a specialised (by subject area) and a generic fashion.


It is hoped that the research assistants will each complete a master’s thesis using the work they do on the project and that two of them will be well advanced with the preparation of their doctoral theses by the end of it. 


We also hope that it will be possible to present papers to a number of suitable scientific forums. To this end, over the course of the three years (mostly during the last two, no doubt) we undertake to prepare and present 10 papers to Portuguese forums and 2 papers to international ones. 


We believe that it will be possible to publish 11 articles in Portuguese journals during the project, and we will also seek to publish one at international level. 


The project will end with the preparation of a book for publication. It will summarise the project researchers’ contributions to the social sciences involved in this field of research. 


This book will include at least the following chapters:

· The demography of migrations and imprisonment

· Nineteenth-century prisons in Lisbon

· Public disclosures about prison life

· Healthcare and prisons

· Attitudes towards and portrayals of prison, as expressed by the “system” and the inmates

Each year the project will draw up an activity report and in the last year we will produce a separate methodological report designed for subsequent use in international research.
