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ABSTRACT
We see that the globalize world lays unimaginable possibilities but also uncertainties and local tensions. So, how can we combine identity with the consequences of globalization? 

To answer this question we need to comprehend that the social representation of identity emerges within the context and logic of the globalization process in a way that its defence, declaration or defiance is a significant element of the process itself, where in spite of the fragmentations it also allows possibilities of recomposing, searching the identity its roots in the past, idealizing the present and launching expectation into the future as a way to neutralize, by Confidence, the Fear of uncertainty, instability and permanent transfiguration of rules, people and spaces.

The argument presented today was born from a double reality (when we made about 50 double interviews - divided amongst three groups of immigrants residing in Lisbon: Brazilians, Africans and from eastern Europe, men and women, to whom the only condition imposed was that they needed to be working):
