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I wish to recommend Professor Duarte Trigueiros for university teaching
positions in Information Systems, Accounting or Finance. Though it is
unusual for someone to qualify in more than one area of expertise, Professor
Trigueiros' curriculum vitae shows that he has considerable expedence in all
of these disci plines.

My recommendation addresses his teaching, supervisory and administrative
performance.

During the time that he was in Macau I was the Chairman of the Accounting
Area and Professor Trigueiros taught Introductory and Intermediate
Accounting.

As a teacher he was thorough in preparation and patient with students. Many
ofMacau's undergraduates have poor written and oral English skills so his
considerable forbearance and his understanding of their limitations was most
appreciated by myself and by the students. His formal and informal
evaluations testify to his teaching abilities.

Professor Trigueiros' publication record documents his passion for research.
His knowledge of contemporary accounting and [mance issues proved
invaluable in his supervision of MBA students. I, myself, called on him for
help in my own supervision of a masters thesis on shareholder value which
needed sophisticated statistical applications that surpassed my own
knowledge.

His supervision also cast him into the rote of-an eager student C1S he acquired a
sound understanding of Chinese accounting principles and practices from
working with MBA candidates completing their theses.
